This spring, TKE has been a consistent leader in the effort to raise money for Relay for Life. As of this writing, Team TKE (anchored
by Bill Mau, the number one fundraiser for this event) has raised $1,470 (the third highest amount among all teams at STUC) for the
American Cancer Society.

In addition to a distinct commitment to public service, TKE works effortlessly to provide leadership in raising the profile of Greek Life
at SIUC. Greek Life is about more than having an active social calendar. Greek Life is about promoting diversity within the fraternity
as well as between fraternities.
